There is a thoughtful and imaginative use of a local source for interview but the issues raised are not really discussed. Overall there are some well-informed and thorough elements in the essay, but it tends to be a rather methodical survey of several films, often repeating the same ideas. The candidate does not really address the key concepts of fantasy and realism, nor does he reflect upon how the sophistication of CGI also uses “real” actors, apart form one tangential reference.
